Upcoming Works 

As part of our work to prepare for construction of the Hornsea Three cable route, we will be 
installing access points across the length of the route. These access points allow for our 
construction traffic to access the works area via the public road system. 

To facilitate these works, we are temporarily closing Intwood Lane, Intwood between the 
following dates:  

Friday 12 April to Friday 26 April 2024, at all times. 

During this time a temporary diversion route will be in place. The diversion route can be 
found overleaf. Intwood Lane will be closed to through traffic, but local access will be 
maintained, up to where the team is working.
